Chapter One
Incorporation of the Company
Article (1)

Nakilat was established as a Shareholding
Company according to article (68) of the law of
Commercial Companies no. (5) of 2002 and
currently subject to the provisions of Law of
Commercial Companies no (11) of 2015 as
amended and the Governance Code issued by
Qatar Financial Market Authority as well as to these
Articles of Association, a Qatari Public
Shareholding Company among the Shareholders
as per provisions set forth hereunder.
Article (2)

Article (3)

1. Qatar Energy ("the Special Shareholder") shall
have one Special share, which shall remain its
owner and may be transferred to the Government
or any governmental entity or any subsidiary of
Qatar Energy.

2. The Special Share may not be canceled, repaid
or transferred without the prior written consent of
the Special Shareholder.

3. Without prejudice to the generality of this Article,
the owner of the Special Share shall not issue or
pass any of the resolutions relating to the following
matters, except after obtaining the prior written
approval of the Special Shareholder or the
Chairman of the Board of Directors, who is unique
to this authority, and may not delegate it to his
deputy or any of the board members of the
company:

- The assignment of one or more members of the
Board to the Executive Management, as well as the
appointment of the CEO;
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( authority, and not authorized to delegate it to his

deputy or to any member of the Board of Directors.

5. In all matters requiring the written consent of the
owner of Special share (the Special Shareholder) or
matters determined by the Special Shareholder
under this Article, any decision taken by the Special
Shareholder or any interpretative opinion relating to
this Article 7 bis shall be deemed to be conclusive,
definitive and binding to all parties, and may not be
challenged or challenged by any administrative or
judicial way.

6. The members of the Board of Directors shall
exercise all the powers of control that may be
exercised by the Company with respect to its
subsidiaries in order to ensure that no affiliate of the
Company shall take any action (either alone or with
any other action) that may cause a change in any of
the rights associated with the Special share.

7. The Special Shareholder shall have the right to
receive notification to attend the General Assembly
or any meeting, whatever class of shareholders of
the invited Company, and the Special Shareholder
shall have the right to attend and discuss in these
meetings.
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Article (8)

All subscribers and shareholders of the Company
shall be Qatari nationals. If the shareholder is a
legal person, it must be owned completely by Qatari
nationals. Notwithstanding, the Board of Directors
may, by virtue of a resolution, allow for non-Qataris
to buy or trade in shares that may reach 100% of
the Company’s total shares.

Article (9)

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The issuance of share certificates, contents of such
certificates, and method of its delivery shall be
subject to the regulations and requirements
applicable by Qatar Financial Markets Authority if it
is so required to be applied.

Article (10)

Reservation of the Shareholder's Registers,
correction, and update of information provided
therein shali be as per regulations and requirements
applicable by Qatar Financial Markets Authority if it
is so required to be applied.

Article (11)

The ownership of shares shall be transferred as per
regulations and requirements applicable by Qatar
Financial Markets Authority, Qatar Stock Exchange,
and Qatar Central Securities Depository Co.

Article (12)

The Shareholder shall not be liable except within
and up to the value of shares held by him.

Article (13)

Ownership of the share shall be subject to the
acceptance of the Articles of Association of the
Company and the resolutions of its General
Assembly, and in a manner not inconsistent with the
provisions of Article (7bis), any decision issued by
the ordinary or extraordinary general assembly
shall be null and void, which shall increase the
shareholder's obligations or prejudice to his rights
derived from the Commercial Companies Law or
from this Articles of Association.
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Article (14) (14) s

The share shall be indivisible. Two persons or more
can jointly own the same share or shares, provided
they are represented before the Company by one
person.

The partners in one share shall be deemed jointly
liable for all obligations resulting from such
ownership only within the limits of the share’s value.

Article (15)

Subject to the provisions of Article (9) of these
Articles, exchange of the Company shares shall be
as per the regulations and requirements applicabie
by Qatar Financial Markets Authority, Qatar Stock
Exchange, and Qatar Central Securities Depository
Co.

The shares owned by one Shareholder shall not
exceed 2% of the Company’s total shares, except
for the Founders; Qatar Investment Authority or any
of their universal or particular successors; the State;
Qatar Foundation for Education, Science and
Community Development; the funds of the General
Retirement and Social Insurance Authority; Military
Retirement Fund (MRF) and  non-profit
governmental organizations.

Shares and temporary certificates can be
mortgaged, donated and managed at the discretion
of the shareholder by any means. Such discretions
shall subject to provisions of the above paragraph.

Article (16)

Mortgage of shares shall be as per the regulations
and requirements applicable by Qatar Financial
Markets Authority if it is so required to be applied.
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Article (17) (17) sa

No attachment shall apply to the Company’s
property by way of security for debts payable by any
of the shareholders. Attachment of any
shareholder's shares shall be subject to regulations
and requirements applicable by Qatar Financial
Markets Authority, Qatar Stock Exchange, and
Qatar Central Securities Depository Co.
Article (18)

All resolutions taken by the General Assembly shall
apply to the attaching creditors and the mortgagee,
in the manner which applies to a shareholder whose
shares are mortgaged or attached.

However, neither the attaching creditor nor the
mortgagee may attend the General Assembly or
participate in its discussions or ratify its discussions,
nor may he have any of the company membership
rights.

Article (19)

A shareholder’'s heirs or creditors may not claim
placement of seals on the Company books, records
or its assets, nor request their division or sale as they
are indivisible. They may not also interfere in
anyways whatsoever, in the Company management;
they shall, upon exercising their rights depend upon
the Company'’s inventory, its final accounts, and the
General Assembly resolutions.

Article (20)

Each share entitles its owner the right in an
equivalent share to other owners’ shares without
discrimination in the ownership of the company
assets and the dividends in the manner shown
hereafter in these Articles.
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Article (21)

The last owner of the share whose name has been
registered in the Shareholders’ Register shall be
entitled to encash all amounts due for the share,
whether being dividends or a share in the Company
assets.

Article (22)

Subject to provisions of Articles 190, 191 and 192
of the Commercial Companies Law and the
provisions of Article (7 bis), the Capital of the
Company may be increased by the issuance of new
shares with the same nominal value of the principal
shares.

The increase must be pursuant to a resolution
issued by the Extraordinary General Assembly
stating the amount of the increase, the share
issuance value, the right of the existing
shareholders to priority of subscription therein, and
giving the existing shareholders a grace period of
(15) days for subscription.

It is possible to waive the preemption right in favor
of third parties by virtue of a resolution of the
Extraordinary General Assembly issued by a
majority of seventy five percent of the share capital
of the Company, after the approval of the competent
administrative unit at the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry.

Preemption right mentioned in the preceding
paragraph shall be excluded in case of new shares
in the company's capital issued against
contributions in-kind, provided that the provisions of
the Extraordinary General Assembly set forth in
Article 139 of the Commercial Companies Law shall

apply.
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The Board of Directors shall publish a statement in
two daily local newspapers, one of which is issued
in Arabic, and on the Company’s website, if any, to
announce and notify the shareholders of their
priority to subscription, the opening and closing
dates, and the price of new shares.

Article (23)

New shares shall be issued in the nominal value of
the original shares. The issuance costs may not
exceed (1%) of the shares nominal value.

In all cases, shares may not be divided or issued in
values less than its nominal value. However, the
share may be issued in a value more than its
nominal value if the Extraordinary General
Assembly has approved so and following approval
of the competent administrative unit at the Ministry
of Commerce and Industry In such case, the
difference in value shall be added to the legal
reserve.
Article (24)

Subiject to the provisions of Articles 201 and 202 of
the Commercial Companies Law and the provisions
of Article (7 bis), and the approval of the competent
department at the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry, the Extraordinary General Assembly may
decide to decrease the Capital of the Company after
reviewing the Auditor Report in either of the two
cases below:

1. The existence of a surplus in capital over the

needs of the company, or;

2. If the company suffers losses.

The Company’s capital can be decreased by any of
the following means;
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- Reducing the nominal value of stock by
returning part of the nominal value of stock to
shareholders or exempting them of paying all or
part of the remaining value of stocks.

Reducing the nominal value of stock in
proportion to the loss suffered by the company.

Purchasing a number of shares equal to the
amount of required decrease and deletion.

Decreasing the nominal value of shares.

Chapter Three
Bonds and Promissory Notes

Article (25)

Subject to the provisions of Articles from 169 up to
177 and Article No. 181 of the Commercial
Companies Law, the Board of Directors may decide
to issue bonds or sukuk of any nature. Such
resolution shall indicate the value of the bonds, the
terms of their issuance and their susceptibility to be
converted into shares. The Board of Directors may
also, subject to the General Assembly’s approval,
issue negotiable sukuk as per the provisions of the
Islamic law, which shall be subject to the same
terms and conditions set forth in the Commercial
Companies Law.
Article (26)

If the shares and bonds certificates are lost or
expired, the provisions of Articles 179, 178 and 180
of Commercial Companies Law shall be applied, in
addition to the regulations applicable by Qatar
Financial Markets Authority, if it is so required to be
applied.
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Chapter Four

Company's Management
Article (27)

Management of the Company shall be by a Board
of Directors comprising seven members, four of
them shall be appointed as follows:

Special Shareholder shall appoint two members to
occupy the position of Chairman of the Board and
Vice Chairman, Qatar Navigation Q.P.S.C. shall
appoint one member, and Qatar Shipping Co. shall
appoint one member.

The remaining members of the Board of Directors
shall be elected by the remaining shareholders in
the General Assembly. Voting to elect the Board of
Directors members shall be made as per the
Governance Code issued by Qatar Financial
Markets Authority.

The Board of Directors may appoint an eighth
member to represent any Qatari governmental body
if so required for the public interest.

One third of the members of the Board of Directors
must be independent, and the majority of its
members are pari-time to run the company or
receive wages from the Company.

Independent members are exempted from the
Company's possession of the company's shares
provided for in item (3) of Article 28.

Transport Co Lid has been changed to Qatar
Navigation Q.P.S.C.)
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Article (28)

A Board of Directors member shall fulfill the
following conditions:

1. Shall not be less than twenty-one (21) years
old, and shall have full legal capacity.

Should not have been convicted of a felony
or a crime in breach of honor or trust, or any
of the crimes stipulated in Articles No. 334
and 335 of the Commercial Companies Law,
or been declared bankrupt unless he has
been rehabilitated.

Should own 23,000,000 (Twenty-three
million) shares of the Company shares.
These shares shall be deposited with the
depository or in one of the approved banks,
within sixty days from the membership date,
and shall be deposited without being subject
to negotiation or morigage or attachment
until the expiry of the director's membership
and the financial statement of the last
financial year in which the member carried
out his business is approved. These shares
shall be assigned to the security of the rights
of the company, shareholders, creditors and
third parties against the responsibilities
assumed by members of the Board of
Directors.

4. Satisfy any other requirements of Qatar
Financial Markets Authority.

If a member of the Board of Directors missed one
of these conditions, the membership status will
be ceased from the date of losing such condition.
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Article (29)

The duration of the Board of Directors membership
shall be three (3) years. Save for the Founders and
Qatar Investment Authority or any of their universal
or particular successors a member may be re-
elected only for a second term. In case the Board of
Directors term ends before convention of the
Extraordinary General Assembly, such term shall
be extended to the date of convention of the
Company’s Extraordinary General Assembly.

Article (30)

The Board of Directors may elect one or more of its
members as managing directors and authorize
them to sign, collectively or individually, on behalf of
the company, pursuant to a resolution passed by
the Board in this regard.

Article (31)

The Chairman of the Board of Directors is the
Company President and shall represent the
Company in front of third parties and judiciary. He
shall execute the Board decisions and abide by its
recommendations.

The Chairman of the Board of Directors may not
hold any executive office in the Company.

The Chairman of the Board of Directors may not be
a member of any of the committees stipulated under
the governance regulations passed by the
Authority.

The Chairman of the Board of Directors shall be
entitled to delegate some of his powers, by virtue of
a Board of Directors resolution, to another member
of the Board or to the senior executive management
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( for a specific period and for a particular subject
matter.

The Vice Chairman of the Board of Directors shall
act on behalf of the Chairman in his absence.

Article (32)

If a position held by a Board of Directors member
becomes unoccupied and such position was held by
one of the members appointed as per Article 27 of
these Articles, the authority which appointed the
same shall appoint another member to hold the
unoccupied position.

If a position held by an elected Board of Directors
member becomes unoccupied, such position shall
be filled by the person who obtained the majority of
Shareholders' votes but did not win a membership
of the Board of Directors, if this is not possible, the
position shall be filled by the following person. The
new member shall only complete the period of his
predecessor.

If there is no one to hold the unoccupied position,
the Board shall continue with the remaining number
of members, unless such number is less than five
members. If the vacant seats reached quarter of the
Board seats, or if the remaining Board of Directors
members are less than five, then, the Board of
Directors must invite the General Assembly to
convene within two months, from the date of seat
vacancy or the reduction of the number of the
remaining seats than five, to elect members to
occupy the vacant seats.

Article (33)

Subject to competencies of the General Assembly
as per the Commercial Companies Law and these
Articles, and in a manner not to contradict with the
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( provisions of Article (7 bis), the Board of Directors

shall have the broadest powers to manage the
Company and undertake all works and actions
required by such management as per its purpose,
including long-term loans that span for more than 3
(three) years, and discharge the debtors of the
Company from their obligations. The Board of
Directors, to the extent of its competencies, may
delegate any of the Board members to execute a
specified work or miore, or to supervise any of the
Company activities.

Article (34)

The Chairman, Vice Chairman, managing
director(s) may individually or collectively sign on
behalf of the Company, pursuant to a resolution
passed by the Board in this regard.

The Board of Directors may appoint one or more
managers and vest in them the right to sign, jointly
or severally, on behalf of the Company.

The Board of Directors will prepare a charter called
(Board Charter) detailing the Board’'s functions,
rights and duties and responsibilities of the
Chairman and the Directors in accordance with the
provisions of the Commercial Companies Law and
the Governance Code issued by Qatar Financial
Markets Authority.

Article (35)

The Board shall be convened by an invitation of its
Chairman or the Vice- Chairman in case the
Chairman is absent.

The Chairman shall invite the board to a meeting
when two of its members at least require so.
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The board of directors shall hold at least six
meetings during the company’s financial year. The
board meeting shall not be valid unless attended by
the majority of the members, among them the
Chairman or the Vice Chairman. The Board should
at least hold one meeting every three months. The
invitation to the Board of Directors meeting shall be
accompanied by the agenda and sent before the
agreed date of the meeting in a timely manner and
in accordance with the Commercial Companies
Law and the Governance Code issued by Qatar
Financial Markets Authority.

The board shall hold its meeting at the Company’s
business domicile. Meetings may be held outside its
domicile of business.

A board member may delegate one of the board
members in writing to represent him in attending
board meeting and voting. In such case, the said
delegate shall have two votes. A board member
may not represent more than one other member.

Board of directors’ resolutions shall pass by simple
majority of votes of members that are present and
representatives of other members and to be among
them Chairman or Vice-Chairman of the Board in
the absence of the Chairman. In case of a tie in the
votes, the chairman shall have the casting vote. Any
objecting member may record his objection in the
board minutes. In case of necessity and for reason
of urgency, the Board may issue written resolufions
by circulation subject to the written approval of all
the members on these resolutions. In such case,
such resolutions shall be submitted in the following
meeting of the assembly to be included in the
minutes of meeting. Resolutions made without
ballot shall be counted in the count of the Board
meetings.

Participation in the Board of Directors meeting can
be through any secured means of recognized
modern technology means, which enable the
members of the meeting to hear one another and
effectively take part in the Board actions.

Article (36)

Except for the appointed members, The General
Assembly may remove from the office any of the
members of the Board of Directors based on a
proposal passed by the absolute majority of the
Board or on an application signed by a number of
shareholders holding not less than one quarter of
the subscribed capital. In such a case, the
Chairman shall invite the general assembly to be
convened within ten days from the date of the
application for such removal, otherwise the
competent adminisfrative unit at the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry shall make the invitation.

Article (37)

If a Board member is absent for three consecutive
Board meetings or four nonconsecutive meetings,
without any excuse acceptable by the Board, he
shall be considered to have resigned.

Article (38)

The Board of directors shall present at the end of
every financial year the Company’s balance sheet,
and loss and profit accounts as well as a report
about the activity of the company during the ending
financial year and its financial position to the auditor
two months before the meeting of the general
assembly. All such documents shall be signed by
the Chairman of the board or one of the board
members.
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Article (39)

The board of directors will prepare every year the
balance sheet, profit and loss accounts, cash flow
statements and explanations in comparison with the
previous fiscal year, all of them attested by the
accounts auditor, a report about the activity of the
company, its financial position during the previous
fiscal year and the future plan for the coming year.

The Board will prepare these statements and
documents within maximum three months from the
expiry of the company’s fiscal year, in order to
submit the same to the general assembly of the
shareholders which must be held within maximum
four months from the expiry of the fiscal year.

Article (40)

The Minutes of the Board of Directors meetings
shall be recorded in a special register signed by the
Chairman or the Vice Chairman if the first is absent,
Managing Director, if any, and the Board of
Directors Secretary. Record of meetings minute
shall be made regularly after each session in
consecutive pages.
Article (41)

One week before the General Assembly meeting is
convened to consider the Company's balance sheet
and the Directors' Report, the Board of Directors
shall make available for perusal by the shareholders
a detailed statement to include the following
information:

1- All amounts received by the Chairman of the
Board of Directors and every member of such Board
during the financial year by way of remuneration,
fees, salaries, Board meeting attendance fees, or
money in lieu of expenses together with all other
amounts in any capacity.
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2- Any benefit in kind enjoyed by the Chairman of
the Board of Directors and any member of the
Board during the financial year.

3- The Directors' remuneration proposed to be
distributed among the Board members.

4- The amount allocated for each member of the
Board and former members of the Board as salary,
reserve or compensation for end of service.

5- The transactions and deals in which any of the
members of the Chairman or members of the Board
or members of the senior executive management
may have an interest that conflicts with the
company’s interest and requires a disclosure or
prior approval in accordance with the provisions of
Article (109) of the Commercial Companies Law, in
addition to the details of such transactions and
deals.

6- Amounts actually spent on any form of
advertisement with details for every amount.

7- Donations, stating the details of the recipient and
detailed reason for such donations.

8- Allowances paid to any of the senior executive
management members of the company.

The report shall be signed by the Chairman and one
member of the Board of Directors. The Chairman
and members of the Board of Directors shall be
responsible for the implementation of the provisions
of this Article, and for the accuracy of the statement
in all the documents that are required to be
prepared.

The company provides on its website information
which is relevant to shareholder, of which enable
him to exercise his rights, and the company
regularly audits and reviews these information.
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Article (42)

The Ordinary General Assembly shall determine
the Remuneration of the Board of Directors
members, which shall not exceed 5% of the net
profit after deducting all reserves and legal
deductions, and the profit distribution to the
Shareholders that is not less than 5% of the Paid
Share Capital in accordance with Article 119 of
Commercial Companies Law No. 11 of 2015 as
amended.

In the event that the Company did not realize profits,
the members of the Board of Directors may receive
a lump sum amount subject to the approval of the
General Assembly.

Chapter Five
General Assembly

Article (43)

The duly formed General Assembly shall represent
all Shareholders, and shall convene at least once a
year upon an invitation from the Board of Directors,
in the time and place determined by the Board after
the approval of the Competent Administrative Unit
in the Ministry of Commerce and Industry. The
convention shall be within the four months following
the end of the fiscal Year of the Company.

The Board of Directors shall invite the General
Assembly to convene whenever necessary.

Article (44)

The Board of Directors shall prepare the agenda for
the Ordinary and Extraordinary General Assembly.

In cases where the General Assembly may be
convened upon a request by a number of the
Shareholders, auditors or the Competent
Administrative Unit in the Ministry of Commerce and
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( of the request. Matters not included in the agenda

may not be addressed.

Article (45)

Each Shareholder shall have the right to attend the
General Assembly meetings in person or by proxy.
Upon voting, each Shareholder is entitled to a
number of votes equivalent to the number of his
shares and subject to the provisions of Article (7
bis). Decisions shall be made by the absolute
majority of shares represented in the meeting.
Minors and interdicted shall be represented by their
legal representatives.

Power of attorney may be effective in attending the
General Assembly. For the purposes of validity, the
power of attorney must be in writing for a specific
agent, and the agent shall be a shareholder. The
Shareholder shall not delegate a Board of Directors
member to attend the General Assembly meetings
on behalf of him. In all cases, the number of shares
owned by the agent in such capacity shall not
exceed 5% of the Company Share Capital.
Article (46)

Voting in the General Assembly shall be through the
E-voting System or any other recognized
mechanism. The voting shall be executed by secret
ballot if the resolution is related to election of the
Board of Directors members, removal thereof, suing
them for liability, or if this is so required by the
Chairman of the Board of Directors or a number of
shareholders who represent tenth at least of voters
attending the meeting.

Board of Directors members shall neither

participate in voting on the General Assembly
decisions related to discharge of their responsibility
nor participate in voting on the General Assembly
decisions related to determining salaries and
bonuses.
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The resolutions issued by the Company’s general

assembly are binding on all shareholders, whether

they are present at the meeting or absent, and

whether they agreed or disagreed the resolutions,

and the board of directors must implement

resolutions immediately upon their issuance.
Article (47)

Chairman of the Board of Directors, Vice Chairman,
shall head the General Assembly meeting. the
General Assembly shall appoint rapporteur for the
meeting.

Article (48)

The Board of Directors shall send. electronic
invitations to ali shareholders to attend the general
assembly meeting, on the website of Qatar stock
exchange and on the company's website, if
available, and by an announcement in one local
newspaper issued in Arabic language or by any
other means of publication. The announcement
shall be made 21 days at least prior to the date of
the General Assembly.

The announcement shall include a detailed
summary of the assembly’s agenda, all the
statements and documents mentioned in article
(39) hereof, along with the auditor’s report.

A copy of the announcement shall be sent to the
Administration simultaneously with the copies sent
to the newspapers.

Article (49)

The General Assembly agenda in the annual
meeting shall include the following matters:

1. Approval of the Board of Directors report on
the Company activity, financial status during
the year Discussing the Auditor report on the
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Company balance sheet and final accounts
submitted by the Board of Directors.

Discussion and approval of the Company
balance sheet and profit-and-losses accounts.
Election of the Board of Directors members,
when necessary.

Consideration of absolving the Board of
Directors members from their responsibilities
and determination of their remuneration.
Consideration and approval of the Board of
Directors proposals regarding the distribution
of dividends.

Consideration of the tender concerning
appointment of the  auditors, and
determination of their remuneration to paid
during the next financial year.

Discussion and approval of the Governance
Report.

Article (50)

The Ordinary General Assembly shall convene
once a year, at least, upon an invitation from the
Board of Directors in the time and place determined
by the Board of Directors after the approval of the
Competent Administrative Unit in the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry within the four months
following the end of the fiscal Year of the Company.

The Board of Directors shall invite the General
Assembly to convene whenever necessary, or
when so required by the Auditor. If the Board of
Directors has not sent the invitation within fifteen
(15) days from the request date, the Auditor may
directly send the invitation after the approval of the
Competent Administrative Unit in the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry.
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The General Assembly may be held, through
modern technology means, in accordance with the
controls set by the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry.

For serious justifiable reasons, the Board of
Directors shall also call for the General Assembly
meeting whenever requested by a shareholder(s)
who owns not less than 10% of the Company
Capital, within fifteen (15) days from the request
date. Otherwise, the Competent Administrative Unit
will approve the request to send the invitation at the
company's expense within fifteen days from the
date of receiving the request, and the agenda in
these two cases is limited to the subject of the
request.
Article (51)

Validity of the General Assembly meeting is
conditioned by the following:
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on its behalf.

2. The presence of a number of Shareholders
representing (50%) of the Company Capital at
least. If such quorum is not satisfied, an
invitation, for a second meeting to be held
within the fifteen (15) days following the first
meeting, shall be sent as per the provisions of
Article 48 of these Articles.

3. The presence of the Company Auditor.

The invitation shall be sent three days, at least, prior
to the meeting date. The second meeting shall be
deemed valid regardless of the number of shares
represented therein.
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[ Decisions of the General Assembly shall pass by
the absolute majority of shares represented in the
meeting.

Article (52)

The Extraordinary General Assembly shall not
convene except upon an invitation from the Board
of Directors, and the Board must send such
invitation if so required by a number of shareholders
representing not less than (25%) of the Company

share capital. In such case, the Board of Directors:

shall invite the General Assembly for an
extraordinary meeting within fifteen (15) days from
receiving the request.

If the Board of Directors fails to send the invitation
within the said term, the applicants may request the
Competent Administrative Unit in the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry to send the invitation at the
Company'’s cost.

Article {(53)

The Extraordinary General Assembly meeting shall
not be deemed valid unless a number of
Shareholders representing (75%), at least, of the
Company Capital attend such meeting.

If such quorum is not satisfied, a second meeting
shall be called to convene within the thirty (30) days
following the first meeting. The second meeting
shall be deemed valid if a number of Shareholders
representing (50%) of the Company Capital attend
such meeting.

If such quorum is not satisfied in the second
meeting, a third meeting shall be called to convene
after lapse of thirty (30) days from the second
meeting. The third meeting shall be deemed valid
irrespective of the number of attendants.

Article (56)

Decisions made by the Ordinary or Extraordinary
General Assembly shall be binding to all
Shareholders, whether they attend the meeting in
which such decisions have been made or not, and
whether they have approved or rejected such
decisions. The Board of Directors shall execute
these decisions with immediate effect once issued,
and shall send a copy thereof to the Competent
Administrative Unit in the Ministry of Commerce and
Industry within fifteen (15) days from its date of
issuance

‘Article (57)

Names of Shareholders attending the meeting shall
be recorded in a special register to prove their
presence either in person, by proxy or by a
representative. This register shall be signed by the
Auditor and the votes’ counter before starting the
meeting. Each shareholder attending the General
Assembly meeting is entitled o discuss matters
included in the agenda and ask questions to the
Board of Directors members and the Auditor.

The Board of Directors shall answer all questions
and inquires of the Shareholders to the extent which
does not conflict with the company’s interest.

Directors shall appoint the auditor for the first fiscal
Year of the Company, however, the Board of
Directors may not be authorized to do so in any year
following the first fiscal Year of the Company.

The Auditor shall be recorded in the Auditors
Register as per the applicable laws and regulations.

Article (61)

In performance of his work the Auditor shall comply
with all duties and obligations set by law.

The Auditor shall also be responsible for the validity
of all details and statements included in his report
as a representative of the Sharehoiders. In the
event of more than one auditor, they shall all be
jointly responsible for the auditing work.

Article (62)

The Auditor is entitled, at all times, to review the
Company books, registers, and documents, to
request details which he deems necessary, and to
verify the Company assets and liabilities. Where it
is not possible for the auditor to conduct the
missions and duties assigned thereto, for any
reasons whatsoever, the auditor shall, before
excusing himself from auditing, submit a report to
the competent department in the Ministry of
Commerce and Industry indicating the reasons
preventing him from performing his duties, and a
copy thereof shall be sent to the Board of Directors
to prepare for its submission to the General
Assembly in case the matter cannot be resolved by
the competent department in the Ministry of

Commerce and Industry.
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If the management manages to resolve the reasons
for the Auditor's excuse, the Company shall include
in its annual report a detailed description of the
matters which the Auditor has based upon his
excuse.

Article (63)

The Auditor must attend the General Assembly and
he shall give his opinion in all matters related to his
mission, especially regarding the Company budget.
The Auditor shall read his report to the General
Assembly, and such report must include all
particulars set forth in the Commercial Companies
Law. Each shareholder is entitled to discuss the
Auditor and request clarifications about the facts of
the report.

Chapter Seven
Company's Finance

Article (64)

The fiscal year of the Company shall start on the
first day of January and end on 31 December of
each year.

The Company shall publish biannual financial
reports in accordance with Companies Law and
Qatar Financial Markets Authority. All amendments
thereto shall be considered as complementing or
amending the provisions of this Article.

Article (65)

It is not permissible for any of the chairman,
members of the Board of Directors and members of
the senior executive management, to participate in
any business that would compete with the
Company, or to trade for his own account or for the
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4 account of third party in one of the activities carried

out by the Company, unless he or she obtains
approval from the General assembly for doing so.
Otherwise, the company may claim compensation
or consider the conducted operations to have been
conducted for its account.

Article (66)

A percentage determined by the Board of Directors
shall be deducted annually from the gross profits for
consumption of the Company assets or
depreciation of its value. These monies shall be
used to purchase necessary materials, machines,
and installations or to maintain the same, but it may
not be distributed among the Shareholders.

Article (67)

The net profits shall be distributed as follows:

1. 10% of the net profits shall be deducted
annually and allocated for the Legal Reserve.
Such deduction may cease if the Reserve
reaches 50% of the Paid Capital. If the Legal
Reserve drops off the said percentage, the re-
deduction shall be iterated until it reaches that
percentage. The Legal Reserve shall not be
distributed among the  Shareholders.
However, the amount of the legal reserve
exceeding 50% more than the Paid Capital,
shall be used to distribute among the
Shareholders profits up to 5% in years when
the Company profits are not sufficient to cover
this limit.

2. The General Assembly may, upon a proposal
by the Board of Directors, decide the
deduction of a part of the net profits for the
Optional Reserve. Such reserve may be used
as decided by the General Assembly.
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. Amount necessary to distribute the first share
of dividends of at least (5§%) of the paid amount
of the stock on the Shareholders shall be
deducted. If, in any year, the Company profits
do not allow the distribution of such share, it
may not be claimed from the profits of the
following years.

. Afterthat, 5%, at most, of the balance net profit
- after deducting reserves, legal deductions
and profit distributed as per the above
paragraph — shall be allocated for the
remuneration of the Board of Director
members.

. Part of the profits shall be allocated to fulfill the
company’s obligations arising out of the Labor
Laws.

. The Board of Directors may declare and pay
interim dividends (quarterly or semi-annually)
during the financial year if it appears to the
Board of Directors that they are justified by the
Company’s available and sufficient profit for
distribution. Interim dividends distributed will
be taken into account in deciding the amount
to be paid to the Shareholders when the final
annual dividends is decided. If the total of
interim dividends in a year exceeds the final
annual dividends, then the excess will be
accounted for as a payment on account of
future dividends for the following financial
year.

. All provisions of the Commercial Companies
Law and/or regulations and decisions of Qatar
Financial Markets Authority in respect of
distributing dividends, annual or interim, shall
apply for matters not addressed in this Article
of Association. All amendments to them shall
be deemed to complement or amend the
provisions of this Article of Association.
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Thereafter, the remaining balance of profits shall be
distributed to the Shareholders as an additional
share of profits, transferred based on a proposal by
the Board of Directors to the next year, or allocated
for creating a reserve or consumption money other
than the normal ones.

Article (68)

Dividends shall be paid to the Shareholders in the
time and place determined by the Board of Directors
or as per requirements applicable by the Qatar
Financial Markets Authority if it is so required to be
applied.

Article (69)

The Company may file a liability claim against the
Board of Directors members for defaults which may
cause damage to the Shareholders within five years
of the default date. The Ordinary Assembly shall
decide on filing such lawsuit and appoint a person
to undertake the proceedings on the Company's
behalf. If the Company is under liquidation, the
liquidator shall undertake the filing the lawsuit
based upon a decision of the General Assembly.

Chapter Eight

Termination and Liquidation of the Company

Article (70)

The Company shall be terminated for one of the
following reasons:

1. Expiry of its legal period, unless extended as
stated in these Articles.

2. Fulfilliment of its purpose, or if it proves
impossible to be fulfilled
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. The issuance of a judicial order to dissolve the
company or to declare its bankruptcy.

Merger with another company or entity.

5. Transfer of all shares and stocks to a number
of shareholders less than the minimum set by
law.

A Resolution issued by the Extraordinary
General Assembly to dissolve the Company
before the expiry of its duration.

Depreciation of all, or most of, the Company
money to an extent whereby the investment of
the remaining is deemed infeasible

Article (71)

If the Company losses reaches half of its Capital,
the Board of Directors must invite the Extraordinary
General Assembly for meeting to decide whether
the matter requires liquidation of the Company
before its term, reduction of the Capital, or to take
other appropriate measures. If the Board of
Directors has not invited the Extraordinary General
for meeting, if such meeting is not convened for lack
of quorum, if the Assembly refuses to liquidate the
Company or it is not possible to make decision in

this regard for whatsoever reason, each
shareholder may claim the Civil Court to dissolve
the Company.

Article (72)

Liquidation of the Company following its termination
shall be made in accordance with the provisions set
forth in the Commercial Companies Law.
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Article (73) (73) satalt

The Qatari courts shall have jurisdiction regarding
any dispute arising out of the application of these
Articles.

In case of discrepancy or conflict between the
Arabic and English text, the Arabic text shall prevail

Article (74)

The provisions of the Commercial Companies Law
promulgated by Law No. (11) for the year 2015, the
provisions of Law No. 8 of 2012 of Qatar Financial
Markets Authority and its amendments, and the
provisions of Governance Code, regulations and
decisions of Qatar Financial Markets Authority shall
apply for matters not addressed in this Article of
Association. All amendments to the aforementioned
shall be deemed to complement or amend the
provisions of this Article of Association.
