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on the Fight against Tlicit Trafficking in
Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances
and against Organized Crime
between
the Government of the State of Qatar
and
the Government of Malta

The Government of the State of Qatar and
The Government of Malta
{ hereinafter referred to as the two Contracting Pasties)

Convinced of the necessity of intemational cooperation to prevent illicit trafficking in
narcotic drugs end psychotropic substances and to fight against organized crime;

Believing that illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, as well as
their production and distribution, represents a serious threat to the socio- economic development of
their two countries and the material and psychological welfare of their citizens:

Aware of the increase in the activities of international criminal organizations in itlicit
trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances;

Considered the need to intensify the bilateral cooperation between them in the fight against
illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, and to make such cooperation &
part of the institutionalized activities of their two countries; and

Taking into account the provisions of the UN Single Convention Against Illicit Trafficking
in Narcotic Drugs and Psychotropic Substances ( 1988 ) and the provisions of tte UN Convention
Ageinst Transnational Organized Crime ( 2000) ;
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Have agreed as follows:

Arthle 1

Subject to the national legislations, the respect of national sovcmgz:ty mutual cooperation and
non intervention in the other party’s affaires, the two parties will cooperate in the areas referred to in

this agreement as follows:

) Each party shall grant assistance to the other contracting party in the arrest of persons accused
in organized crimes, as well as the persons accused in crimes of illicit trafficking in narcotic
drugs and psychotropic substances and transportation means used in committing them;

b) The two Contracting Partics shall exchange information concerning persons accused in crimes
of illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychatropic substances and transportation means
used in committing them, as well as concerning persons asscciated with criminal organizations
or suspected to be involved with them.

¢) The two Contracting Parries shall establish the best communication channels between them to
facilitate the speedy exchange of information on illicit trafficking in narcofic drugs and
psychotropic substances and organized crime,

Article 2

1.  The two Contracting Parties shall cxchenge all information that assists in the fight against
illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substanccs, that will specifically include
exchange of information on the following:

a) Methods of fighting against illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.
b) Use of new technological means in this area , including training systems.
¢) Scientific, professiona) and educational publications on fighting against illicit trafficking in
aarcotic drugs and psychotroplc substances.
d) New narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances , their production locaticns , the routes used
by their smugglers and the methods of their conceahng
¢) Systems and methods of custom control.
f) New methods and means of transport used in illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and
psychotropic substances
2. The two perties shall exchange documents containing information on cases of committing
crimes of Illicit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances.
3.  The two parties shall exchange information on systems of transfer of capital derived from
Itficit trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances and its recircuiation .
4. The two Contracting Parties shall organize periodically meetings, seminars and training
courses to the personnel responsible of the fight against narcotic drugs and psychotropic
substances.

Article 3

1. The two Contracting Parties shall exchange information that assists in fighting against criminal
organizetions, including specifically exchange of information on the following:

a) The different forms of organized crime and the fight against it.
b} Communications between criminal groups in the two countries.
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¢) Study and analysis of such criminal communications. S
d) Procedural measures of ensuring the security of airports, ports and protestion of persons and

targets against nl] illegal acts,
¢) Illegal financial operations, falsification of paper currencies and documents, theft of works of

art and entiquities, as well as other serious crimes like terrorism, money laundering the
detection and prosecution of which affects both parties.

2. The two Contracting Parties shall exchange mutual visits of their specialists for consultation and

exchange of cxperiences in the areas of fighting against crime.
3. The two Contracting Parties shall exchangs information and experiences refated to the means
and operations of oppressing organized crime as well as exchange of information in the ares of

professional training of the police personnel.

Article 4

1. For the purposes of this agreement, s bilateral committee shall be formed for mutual
coaperation in the fight against illiclt trafficking in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances
and organized crime,

2. ‘The bilatera] committee shall include represantatives of the two ministries of interior in the two
ocountries and experts in the areas mentioned in this agreement.

3, Taking into consideration the above mentioned, the two Contracting Parties may invite

tatives of other government authorities to attend the meetings of the bilateral
committee, if appropriate.

4. The bilateral committee will meet whenever the two Contracting Parties deem it necessary in
order to review the areas of cooperation ar to discuss issues that need the approval of higher
authorities in the two countries, The dates of such meetings will be determined through
diplomatic channels. The bilateral committee may form ad hoc comtnittees of specialists of the
two ministries in their countries to discuss cooperation matters to be agreed upon at that time,

Article 5
The competent authorities of the two parties shall determine the forms of mutual assistance
and cooperation stated in this agreoment.
Article 6

The provisions of this agreement will not prejudice the rights and obligations derived of all
international, bilateral and multilateral agreements to which eithsr of the two parties is a party.

Article 7

The two Contracting Parties engage themselves to maintain the confidentiality of documents
mutually exchanged betweesn them and not to disclose them to another country except in the
case of previous approval of the party that issued the information or documents. Termination of
this agreement does not affect the observation and maintenance of the confidentirlity of the
information and documents exchanged

Article 8

The provisions of this agreement may be amended by written agreement of the two
Contracting Parties according to the legal procedures applied in cach of the countries of the two
Contracting Parties.
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Article 9

Euch contracting party shall bear, on its respective territory, the costs resulting from the
excoution of the provisions of this agreement, unless the two Contracting Parties agree
otherwise. |

Article 10

The two Contracting Parties shall solve any divergence in the interpretation or execution of
this agreement by consultation through diplomatic channels.

Article 11

This agreament will coter into force on the date of exchenge of the documents of its
ratification according to the legal procedures in the countries of the two Contracting Parties. It
shail continue to be valid for five years and shall be automaticaily renewed for another period or
periods unless one of the two parties informs the other of its desire to terminate it at least six
month before the date of its termination.

Article 12
In witness thereof the two undersigned plenipotentiaries, dully authorized by their two
governments, have signed this Agresment. |
